SCHOOL BOARD WORK SESSION

September 16, 2008
The Plano Board of Trustees met Tuesday, September 16, 2008, with the following members present: Skip Jenkins, presiding; Missy Bender; John Muns; Duncan Webb; Mary Beth King and Superintendent Doug Otto.  Trustees Brad Shanklin and Melody Timinsky were absent. 
President Jenkins called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. in the hallway outside the Colorado Room at the Sockwell Center, 6301 Chapel Hill Boulevard, Plano, and stated that the meeting has been duly called and notices posted in accordance with the Texas Open Meetings Act, Texas Government Code Chapter 551.   Mr. Webb announced that the Board will convene in a closed session to consider 1) The appointment, employment, evaluation, reassignment, duties, discipline, or dismissal of a public officer or employee;  2)  Personnel:  Resignations, employment, evaluation, appointment, assignment, termination, non-renewal, additions and extension and/or renewal of contracts of individual teachers, individual administrators, superintendent, and individual support staff;  3)  Private consultation with attorney regarding contemplated litigation; or on a matter in which the duty of the attorney to the governmental body under the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct of the State Bar of Texas clearly conflicts with Chapter 551;  4)  To discuss purchase, exchange, lease, sale, or value of real property;  5)  School children;  School district employees; disciplinary matter or complaint; and 6)  Deliberation regarding economic development negotiations.   The closed session was adjourned at 6:00 p.m.      

The regular meeting was reconvened in the Dallas Room at 6:00 p.m. with all board members listed above present.

Missy Bender seconded the motion which carried.
Superintendent Doug Otto, reviewed the district’s legislative priorities as compiled by the administration over the past month.  The top five legislative issues are:  Recommended 4x4 Graduation Plan; Accountability; Adequacy; Capacity for Growth and Local Control.  The Plano ISD Board of Trustees and administration will meet with Legislators on Monday, November 3.
Deputy Superintendent Jeff Bailey, opened the discussion of the TRS Active Care plan.  He introduced Becky Garrett, director for benefits and risk management, who covered components of TRS Active Care and comparative points to the current self-insured model.  Associate Superintendent of Business Services, Richard Matkin, presented the revenue and cost points associated with the proposed transition to occur in the 2010-2011 school year.
East Cluster Area Assistant Superintendent Mike Collinsworth, presented a report regarding the performance of the STAR Schools.  The statistics reflected the impact of focused attention in academic areas resulting in fewer TAKS test failures than originally predicted from prior performance data.  

Director of Counseling and Guidance Paul Weaver, presented a report of student SAT, ACT, AP and Concurrent Enrollment results.  All reports reflect increases in student achievement and scores above the state and national averages.  Growth in the AP (Advanced Placement) Program reflected an increase in student participation overall including a 33.3% increase in African American students and 29.2% in Hispanic students participating in the program.
No future topics for work sessions were suggested at this time.
