Problem — what is wrong in the story

Related — to show a connection

Sequence — the order events happen in the story

Setting — when and where the story happens

Solution — how the problem was eliminated

Statement — any sentence in the story

Summary — tells the beginning, middle, and end of the story
Supports — explains an idea or statement
