Parent Responsibility:

● Getting your child to attend school regularly and on time at 7:40am
● Monitor your child’s screen time
● Encourage your child to show positive behavior
● Review your child’s take home folder and backpack
● Read regularly communication that is sent from your child’s teacher and school
● Volunteer in your child’s school and classroom if time or schedule permits
● Attend parent/teacher conferences and participate in decisions relating to the education of your child
