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COURSE REQUIREMENTS
This course will focus on a program that will foster students’ responsibility for scholarship by providing opportunities for students to acquire, develop, and master specific skills. These skills will be developed through a variety of assignments and activities such as research skills, critical thinking and analytical reasoning, use of primary and secondary sources, oral presentations, and simulations of historical events. 
All 11th grade students are required to pass the STAAR examination in order to graduate from high school.  Our history team is committed to your child’s success on the STAAR exam.  Therefore, we have designed the 11th grade curriculum to support your child’s mastery of STAAR material.  However, if your child is at risk of failing the STAAR test, he/she will be required to attend extra tutorials.
Active student learning is an integral part of this course. Many activities are designed to challenge the creative as well as the intellectual abilities of the students. We hope that this course will be an enjoyable experience and that students will see its relevance in their own lives. 
Textbook The textbook is electronic through Discovery Education. Students will access the book logging in to plano.discoveryeducation.com. They must us their mypisd login to access the book. Students may access the book through their phone, tablet, or computer.

· Quarter Exam Reviews will count as a double daily grade
· Portfolio grade consists of various assignments collected throughout the six weeks and counts as a more significant daily grade. 
· Each test review will count as a grade
